
Swim Meet Jobs A & B Meets 
 
 
Card Distributor: (2 per age group)  The card distributor holds the swimmers cards and hands them out 
to each swimmer before the swimmer’s event. 
 
Publicity: Take pictures during meet, write any articles about swimmers 
 
Ribbons:  (2 – 3 per meet) Sit at the scoring table, record the swimmers name and time on the 
appropriate ribbon.   Place the ribbons in the ribbon box for  swimmers to retrieve at the next practice. 
 
Timers:  (9) are needed per meet.  One for every lane, and an additional one for 3 lanes (changes for 
home & away meets).  A stop watch is provided by Sunnybrook. 
 
 

Home  A & B Meets: 
 

Announcer (1 per meet):  Announce the event and the names of the swimmers in the event.  
Responsible for bringing/playing the national anthem. 
 
Boutique: (3) per meet.  Sell Sunnybrook team apparel as well as goggles, caps, etc. during home A & B 
meets.  The boutique is also open during Tuesday night raft nights. 
 
Head Timer (1) –Starts a stop watch or 2 with the buzzer in case a timer in a lane misses the start. 
 
Refreshments:  (3) per meet.  These volunteers provide refreshments to the timers, and scoring officials 
during a meet.   They also hand out ice pops to all swimmers after  home meets. 
 
Runner: (2) per meet.  The runners are responsible for getting the swimmers cards from timers in each 
lane and taking them up to the scoring table. 
 
Starter: (1 per meet).  Make sure the equipment is charged the night before a home meet.  Make sure 
the pencils are sharpened and clipboards are ready for the meet. 
 
50/50 Sales: (2 per meet)  These volunteers roam the crowds and urge spectators to purchase 50/50 
tickets.  All proceeds benefit the swim club. 
 
Greeter:   Welcome the visiting team.  Show them where to stage, where the restrooms are, and point 
out the snack bar.  
 

A Meet Jobs: 
 
Scorers:  (4 per meet) – Must attend a training course.  Keep track of the score of the meet. 
 
Stroke & Turn officials (2 per meet)- Must attend a training course.  Disqualify swimmers when 
necessary. 
 
Tent set-up/take down: (5 per meet)  Responsible for taking the team tents to away meets and setting 
up before the swimmers arrive.  Must take the tent down and transport back to Sunnybrook.  The tent 
needs to be put up before home A meets as well.
